GIFTED AND TALENTED

The subject area aims to identify students who are talented in Art & Design by using the criteria listed below.
Talented students in Key Stage 3 would demonstrate all of the characteristics listed in sections 1, 2 and 3.  Talented students in Key Stage 4 and 5 would demonstrate all of the characteristics in sections 1, 2 and 3 plus most of those listed in 4, 5 and 6.

In addition to displaying the above characteristics, talented students would consistently produce practical artwork of an exemplary standard.

If a subject teacher identifies a student who is talented then they should complete a talented student referral form and return it to the subject leader.  The subject leader will then review all available evidence in order to make a judgement about whether the student should be included on the register of talented students.

Once a student has been approved their details will be passed on to the schools G+T Co-ordinator for inclusion on the central register.

Identifying Talented Students

Students who meet most but not all of the criteria

Some students may seem to have the potential to be identified as talented but do not fulfil all of the required criteria.  Such students may need additional support in order to help them to perform at an appropriate level.  Support could include individual focused encouragement and advice on a specific area for development in class or in or out of class tutorial.  If appropriate, the students review tutor could also be asked to provide additional guidance.

Be aware that these may be talented students who are underachieving.
